	Facility Manager
	· Establishes and maintains the Authorization Agreement with DOE which identifies the current safety basis documents in accordance with LIR 240-01-03.

· Ensures that USQ processes are integrated with facility activities, particularly change control.

· Approves the knowledge requirements for personnel preparing, reviewing, and approving USQ screens and/or determinations at the facility.

· Approves requests for amendments to the facility safety basis.

· Implements the USQ process at the facility.

· Maintains a list of the current safety basis documentation for the facility.

· Implements a system for labeling and tracking USQ screens and determinations.

· Maintains all USQ and safety basis documentation in a controlled and retrievable fashion.

· Approves positive USQDs prior to submittal to OAB and DOE.

	
	Safety Basis Manager 
	· Oversees the USQ process at the facility.

· Advises management personnel on USQ issues.

· Reviews Tenant and Facility documents for USQ issues.

· Ensures that potential inadequacies in the safety analysis are addressed in a timely manner in accordance with this procedure.

· Prepare requests for DOE approval of unreviewed safety questions.

· Prepares the annual summary of USQ determinations for submission to the OAB.

	
	Nuclear Operations/Activity Manager
	· Directs the training and qualification of USQ preparers, reviewers, and approvers, and USQ process applicability assessment preparers.

· Determines the operation/activity specific knowledge requirements for personnel preparing, reviewing, and approving USQ screens and/or determinations.

· Ensures that controlled copies of safety basis documentation are used to perform USQ screens and determinations.

· Assigns qualified personnel to prepare and review USQ screens and/or determinations.

· Approves USQ screens.

· Reviews and approves USQ determinations.

· Ensures that completed USQ documents are properly forwarded to Facility Management for retention.

	
	USQ Process Applicability Assessors
	· Qualify and maintain proficiency on the USQ process applicability for the assigned facility.

· Qualify and maintain proficiency on this aspect of change control.

· Maintain a thorough knowledge of the safety basis for the facilities to which they are assigned.

· Prepare assessments of the applicability of the USQ process in accordance with this standard.

	
	USQ Preparers & Approvers
	· Qualify and maintain proficiency on the USQ process for the assigned facility.

· Maintain a thorough knowledge of the documented safety basis for the facilities to which they are assigned.

· Complete applicable portions of the USQ process as directed by this procedure for preparation, review and approval of USQ applicability assessments and USQ screens and/or determinations.

· Ensure that only the most current and controlled versions of safety basis documentation and procedures are used in this process.

	
	Training Team Leader
	· Assist the Nuclear Operations Manager in establishing and implementing the training and qualification program for USQ preparers, reviewers, and approvers and USQ process applicability assessment preparers.

· Maintains a list of qualified USQ preparers, reviewers, and approvers and USQ process applicability assessment preparers, reviewers, and approvers.

· Alerts the Nuclear Operations Manager and/or Safety Basis Manager and qualified personnel when retraining is required.
